8 WAYS TO PRAY DURING LENT 
Holy Week and Easter are “big events” 
in the liturgical year of the Church and 
in the spiritual life of a Christian. So, as 
Christians, we prepare spiritually for 
these through the forty days of Lent. 
Here is a recap of the 8 methods to 
spiritually prepare ourselves during 
Lent: 
1. MAKE YOUR ABSTINENCE A PRAYER-IN-    
 ACTION.  
2. RENEW YOURSELF THROUGH 
 PERSONAL REFLECTIVE PRAYER.  
3. PRAY THE STATIONS OF THE CROSS.  
4. MEDITATE ON HOLY SCRIPTURE WITH 
 LECTIO DIVINA.   
5. REFLECT DEEPER ON YOUR 
 LITURGICAL PRAYER.   
6. JOIN OR START A PRAYER GROUP.   
7. PRAY WITH CHILDREN OR AS A FAMILY.   
8. START A PRACTICE OF DAILY PRAYER 
 THAT WILL LAST AFTER LENT.
