As we near the end of the Easter season, the Lord makes us a promise.
He will be with us, he will not abandon us. He will be among us, but
in a new way. The readings of this Sunday, introduce us to the Holy
Spirit. Our ancestors in the faith experienced the Holy Spirit, as being
very discreet. He is present at the beginning of creation. He protects
God’s work. He inspires the prophets. He comes to Mary. He is with
Jesus since his baptism. And Jesus promises that He will always be
there for us.
