“Repent /Change You Mind” 

 
I used to think “repenting’ was about 
being sorry for my sins and then 
doing ‘penance’ to be right with God 
again – a few Hail Mary’s, nothing 
too arduous – until the next stumble. 
 
I was sorry for my sins and sorry the 
next time as well, but never really felt 
that much was changing, that I was 
changing. The operating system was 
the same. 
 
 Lord, whatever word you used in 
your mother tongue, those who 
remembered your first message in 
public used the Greek word metanoia 
– meaning change, a change of mind, 
or mindset, the way we look at things. 
That make more sense to me than the 
carousel of repentance.  
 
Give me the grace to know where to 
start with a new mind.
